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Oklahoma Economic Outlook 
For the month of August 2007, 
reported September 4, 2007  


Oklahoma's Business Conditions Index 
moved above growth neutral, 50.0 for 
August. The index, a leading economic 
indicator from a survey of supply managers in the state, expanded to 
51.3 from July's 49.5. Components of the overall index for August were 
new orders at 54.5, production at 51.5, delivery lead time at 47.8, 
inventories at 52.3, and employment at 48.2.  "According to the U.S. 
Bureau of Labor Statistics, Oklahoma's unemployment rate has 
advanced by a full percentage point over the past year.  I expect the 
jobless rate to grow slightly in the months ahead as the state adds jobs 
at a slow but positive pace.  Both durable and nondurable 
manufacturers reported expanding business conditions for August," 
said Goss..
